Month long “Field” League

Shoot as many times as you wish.

When: Beginning May 1, ’08 and running through May 31 ‘08

Where: Sylvan Field Course

What: Unlimited field League

Who: Sylvan Members Only

Places: 1st, 2nd, and 3rd in every class, (Must have one more entrant in the class than places awarded)

Classes: All NFAA classes 

Cost: $5 per round with 50% of all funds collected going to special awards

Round: Participants will shoot one each, 14-target field, 14-target hunter, and 14-target animal round. 

2 arrows per target

Walk-ups will be the longest two stakes

Standard NFAA scoring

Courses will utilize three of the four standard field courses, and may change, so pay close attention to the courses being used.

At least three (3) participating members must shoot, score and pay at the same time to be considered

Shoot as many times as you wish. An individual’s highest score over the entire month will be considered for awards. (Example: a member shoots three times during the month with the following scores - 1st shoot = 502, 2nd shoot, 522, 3rd shoot 510, The 522 score will be used to determine their placement) There is No maximum amount of ends an individual may shoot. If someone would shoot 3 times a day for 31 days, it would yield 91 scores. The highest of the 91 would be entered.

Scores will be posted at the range every week

Scorecards including the $5 must be put in a special locked box located inside the club building. All scorecards must be signed by all three shooters, no exception. 

Should a non-member wish to take part in the league they must include a signed application with the appropriate dues and fees along with the scorecard and $5. 

A three person-judging panel would evaluate and rule on the results.

RULES SPECIFIC TO THE 3-D ROVING COURSE

Again, this is a walk through course, no backtracking. There are approximately 20 3-D targets set up on this course. The following rules apply to this course.

1. Again, follow the course markers.

2. Enter and exit at the beginning and end of this course only. Do not exit    midcourse. However, a mid-course exit is being considered at this time and if utilized, it will be clearly marked and will be included into these rules.

3. No backtracking

4. Do not cut “cross country”. Stay on the course and exit at the end.

5. Follow the marked exit closely. It currently exits onto A-15 field course behind the shooting blocks for target A-22 (The 80 yard walk up target).

6. NEVER walk across a shooting lane for any other course. 

7. Always think through your actions with safety being the highest consideration.

FAILURE TO FOLLOW THE ABOVE SAFETY PROCEDURES CAN RESULT IN YOUR SHOOTING PRIVLIGES BEING SUSPENDED. PLEASE TAKE THIS SERIOUSLY, BECAUSE WE DO.

NEW EXPERIMENT

We will be using a new repair method for our 3-D targets. These targets will be used on the Roving range as well as some tournaments. Preliminary tests are positive and we will be tweaking the process to get even better results. Your comments are welcome.
