1/2 lb ground elk -or- venison

1/2 lb ground pork -or- dinner type ground pork sausage

A LITTLE OF SYLVAN HISTORY
“SYLVAN ARCHERY GOLF AND HUNT CULB”
Through the memories of Vonda (Fisk) Kemmerer                                    

During the reunion banquet of 2000 I was asked to tell a little bit about the Sylvan Archery. The following information comes from the memories of a 8 year old girl that grow up in the club; some from the Sylvan archives and some from the memories of other members. 
                                                       I was asked to put these memories in writing for other to keep. 
                                                 Sylvan Archery Golf and Hunt Club were started by a group of professionals mainly from Portland in 1933; to promote the use of Bows and Arrows; to educate hunters, and give them a place to practice. Sylvan Archers is the oldest archery club in Oregon. 
                                                     In 1936 the club was incorporated; in 1939 we were exempted from income taxes. In June of 1951 the club’s name was changed from Sylvan Archery Golf and Hunt Club to Sylvan Archers; I think we can all agree that was a good thing. 

This group of members worked very hard with bake sales, rummage sales and raffles to raise the money to buy the 47 acres of land on Bell Road in Sherwood for $2,000. 
                                                    This land became the outdoor range; the members a place to shoot. Bales were placed in the open field with a few targets in the woods, but no formal course was laid out. 

To join the club in the 50’s & 60’s you had to be ‘brought in” by another member and the club members voted on whether or not you could join the club. That policy was stopped in the late 60's. 

My family started Archery because my Mother was given 3 free lessons at an archery shop called "Archery Lanes" on 100th in Stark . My Mother never does anything half way. She got so involved in archery that she had to get my father involved and then us kids. 

In 1962 Walt Stephen brought our family into the Sylvans. It is hard to think I've been a Sylvan member for 35 years. It should be 38 however I was in Pennsylvania recruiting a new Sylvan member. Which was a good recruit because he has been a Sylvan Board member since 1977. 

When we first joined Sylvans we shot indoors at several places, but the one I remember the most was at the top of the White Stag building. We had indoor tournaments; club nights and even gave lessons. We shot there until about 1972 when we lost our lease, they said it was unsafe. 

In 1963 my Dad and my Mom thought the outdoor range would be an ideal place to spend EVERY weekend, except Mothers day. We even camped out there to give us more time to work. With the help of many of the members fighting through the poison oak and blackberries and scotchbloom, we cut out our first 28 targets. 

There was a lot of pride put into our range. The was a very strict policy that there was to be NO HUNTING ON THE OUTDOOR RANGE! 
(I remember a member shooting a rabbit on purpose and was asked to leave.) When members joined the club they were asked to maintain a target. My sister and I were even assigned two targets to keep clean, keep the grass & weeds down and make sure that there was a good target on it to shoot. It was almost a contest to see whose target could look the best. 

Other members would help with the mowing. The mowing was done with standard lawn mowers at first. We went through a lot of mowers. Then we got a tractor to help with the mowing and hauling of the bales, we went through a lot of tractors too. 

Sylvan Archers were known everywhere we were very proud to be a Sylvan member. We put on the best shoots and we supported all the clubs around us. We wore our green Sylvan Archers’ vests whenever we shot so that people could see how proud we were and that we were there as a group to support them. 

During the years I learned how the Sylvan patch was designed. The colors were chosen: hunter green~for the forest and yellow or gold~for the center of the target. (I thought it was for ALL of the scotchbloom out at the range and there was A LOT of scotchbloom back then.) The Multi color target was chosen to represent the target archers, the field point was chosen to represent the field archers and the board head was chosen to represent the hunters. The shield pulls us all together. We want to honor all archers, recurve, compound, traditional in what ever form they chose to shoot, whether that was in field target, 3Ds, multi color target, whether they hunted or what ever; as long as it is safe, legal, fun and for everyone. 

There has been a lot changes in the type of shoots that Sylvan's have been put on. The original shoots that the Sylvans put on were golf shoots. A golf shoot is shot on a regulate golf course. The object of the shoot, was to first, see how far you could shoot the golf arrow. Then you would shoot a standard arrow (usually made of microflight (fiberglass) to get to the green, once on the green you would use a fluflu arrow to hit a 4" steyro foam ball. It was scored just like golf. It was a very fun to shoot. 

We had a shooting booth at the Boat Show that was later changed to the Sportsman show. This event has stood the test of time. We are still asked to come back every year. I can't imagine how many children and adults were able to shoot a bow because of us. The Sportsmen show is a good thing for the club because in some years the Sylvans would have had a hard time to make it through the winter months with out the income from the sportsman show. I had the privilege to work the show from 1963 through 1972, and off and on since then. 

Most of our target shoots were held at Washington Park, this land was willed to the city for the sole purpose of an archer field. We even helped the city put in a 28 field course in the woods surrounding the archer field. But because of the vandalizem and the drug dealing we no longer use it. We also held target shoots at Delta Park however it was difficult to shoot there because of the high winds. The soccer players soon took over the field and we could no longer shoot there. 

Before the 3D shoots we put on several Novelty shoots, such as the Harvey shoot with the six-foot bunny. There was also a Galactica shoot with Ceylons and R2D2. Artists from the club would draw the targets and then we would get together to paint them. We had club shoots where we would shoot an American round at Washington Park, then we would break for lunch and finish up at the range were we would shoot a field round. We were all much younger then and it didn't seem so hard. We also had swap meet shoots and club night shoots. The club night shoots would be different each time; the winner from the week before would plan the next week shoot. 

Our target shoots may not have as many people shooting as they did once. However they have endured. The most popular target shoot is the Sherwood and Nottingham shoot; you shoot not only as an individual but also as a team. This year we will be having a picnic on Saturday after we are done shooting for the archers and their families. 

3D shoots became the shoot of choice for many. In 1980s clubs started trying to out do one another for the best 3D shoot. The Sylvans started the Flying M Shoot, we shot at the Flying M Ranch; the shoot was under the direction of Allen Stover and Ben Mahar. I think Allen chose Ben because he had the respect of a lot of people and he didn't need a microphone to be heard. The Flying M Shoot even after expenses was the biggest moneymaking shoot we had. This was an unique shoot because it was a family outing with camping, there was swimming, horseback riding, hay rides, dancing and a nice place to go to dinner. Families looked forward to coming to this shoot. 

The Sylvan put in a broad head course. Robert Savage started Broadhead league on Wednesday nights, giving the hunters a place to practice. Keeping alive the goals of the original Sylvan Archers. 

The Sylvans range has also made a lot of changes. During the time the range was being cut out, we built a cook shack. We had men's' and women's' out houses. However knowing women a two holder was just not enough. That is when my Dad and I were building a four seater. I remember making this in our front yard, when neighbors started coming by and asking questions. We had a play area for children, which included a swing set. Putting in the gravel roadway and parking area really help to prevent cars and trucks from getting stuck. We sold off 14 acres in 1971, I was sorry to see it happen, but we were able to put money in the bank. This was done to save us on our land taxes, however after we sold the land, the land was re-zone and we ended up paying more on taxes. In the 70's we got electricity, another 28 targets, 14 broadhead course and a covered picnic area. In the 80's we got our first storage container, it was great for storing all of those 3D's we were getting. The 90's we got the most need change, water with a pump house. The Marine Corp Reserves helped us level the practice shooting area; but the best change of all are the new bathrooms. They took a lot of time to complete, but well worth the wait. 

There was a time when everyone knew every member. But then the club started growing so fast, members required to wear tags and then buttons to identify thenselves. Now we have a new gate that you have to have a code to get in. 

I've been able to see a lot of these changes. The Sylvans use to be known as "Sylvan Archers of Portland OR" and in 1984 we change to "Sylvan Archers of Sherwood, OR" since we no longer used Washington Park and the membership was from all over. 

I remember when releases with two moving parts and compound bows were illegal and all of the arguments that it caused. In our archives there is an article about the releases. Be sure to take time to read it. At one time we had our newsletter in the ODF&W news paper so it would reach more people. When we first started the club it was easier to get volunteers to help out as the years went by and our lives got busier it has become harder to get people to help. There use to be more social actives for the members to get involved with, like potlucks, club nights, club shoots, etc. 

It is great to see so many people here at the banquet. There were years when we didn't have a banquet do to lack of interest. I hope that in my lifetime I never see again that this club fails to have another banquet due to lack of interest. The banquet gives us a time to thank those who have helped us through the year, by providing a clean safe place for us to shoot. Sometime we don't think to say thank you, or take the time to say it. The banquet also gives us time to tell stories, honor our hunters and just to have fun. 

I want to thank my Mom and Dad for getting us involved with archery and the Sylvans because I have made a lot of good friends and have had a lot of good times. I hope more parents get their children involved and give them a place to be proud of.
