OBH Game Committee Report
The Oregon Bowhunters convened in Canyonville Oregon March 1 & 2. On Sunday March 2nd we had the game committe meeting. Officer Gifford from Roseburg was first to speak. The first topic that came up was broadheads. There will be no tolerance on expandable broadheads! They are legal for turkey and small game but do not have them in your quiver or on you during any big game hunt you will be cited. See page11 of the Oregon Big game synopsis 2003.                                                     

                Measure 28 cost the Oregon State Police several game wardens they are asking for more help from the public because poachers that sell the antlers from big game are of major concern.                 

                 On page12 of the Oregon big Game Synopsis you will find material about disguising the sex, waste, and sale of a big game animal. In our upcoming season you are required to either get the animal out whole, or leave part of the animals reproductive tract attached to part of the animal.

                 Pictures of  your tophy are a treasured item take many, but after you take them properly tag your animal. Punch out the day and month then attach the tag to your trophy the OSP have found many hunters who put their tags on the animal without punching the dates. Please don't be one of the DOUBLE DIPPERS!

                  The measure to move the the draw let-off  from 65 to 75% went down in flames. There were no votes in favor of this measure. Thanks in part to the mass majority of Sylvan Archers.

                   And finally there was an amendment to turn the Hart Mountain Buck deer hunt into a trophy hunt. Drawing this tag allowed a hunter to continue hunting after this preseason hunt through the regular season.If accepted by the ODFW this will be your only buck opportunity, limiited to hopefully 13 days and you can only have two (2) individuals with you while hunting to lessen the pressure on the mountain.

Vern’s Archery in Silverton has opened a new 3-D shooting range near Silverton. I called Vern Dahlberg, the owner of Vern’s Archery and inquired about the new range. He told me about it and graciously invited a group of us from Sylvan Archers to check it out. Ken Warner, his son-in-law, Bill, Gary Page and his step son Steve Passwater and I went down on Saturday, March 1st and could not have picked a better day to go. After a brief stop at the archery shop in Silverton, we were given directions to the range. 

After we parked our vehicles and were getting our gear ready to shoot, The property owner, Bruce Meland pulled up in an ancient (as in Willies vintage) jeep and introduced himself. He showed us where the practice range was and where the course started. After a few warm up arrows, we headed down the trail. Upon arriving at the first target, we introduced ourselves to Vern. We then proceeded around the course.

This was really a great course. The shooting stakes were on the long side and I found that this was great for honing up on my range estimating skills. We all agreed that this was an enjoyable shoot, and that we would be back more than once this spring and summer. 

Vern told us that they are charging $10 for a days shooting and that they were offering an annual pass for $35 and then you would pay $5 per day. Goose in Orange Sauce
Ingredients: 

1 large  Goose

1 package oven cooking bags

2 envelopes brown gravy mix

4 Tbls. brown sugar

2-6 oz. cans frozen orange juice concentrate, pulp-free

2 cups hot water

1/2 cup flour

4 Tbls. orange marmalade or plum jelly

optional:

2-3 cloves garlic, finely chopped

Instructions: 

Ensure goose is thawed and cleaned thoroughly. 

Place goose breast down in oven-cooking bag, seal and bake in a covered roasting pan for approximately 1 to 1-1/2 hours in a 325°F oven. 

Pour fat and drippings from goose and discard. 

Mix aditional ingredients together, pour over goose and into cooking bag, and seal bag. 

Return to roasting pan and continue cooking 2-4 more hours, or until meat is falling off of the bones or appears to be tender. 

Serve sauce with sliced goose.
