                                                How did you get started in archery? 
Our neighbors, Chuck & Toni Lynde got us, meaning Dick, myself and our 3 kids, in organized archery and introduced us to the Sylvan Archery club. We found that you can always learn from everyone in the sport of archery, whether it be hunting or competition and shoots help to improve the ability to learn your equipment and your strengths & weaknesses which can then be applied to hunting and competitive archery. 


How long have you been shooting?

Shooting Styles?

Beat egg with milk. Mix together bread crumbs, herbs adn seasoning. Dip birds into egg-milk mixture, then roll in seasoned bread crumbs. place 1 tablespoon in the cavity of grouse or pheasant or 1/2 tablespoon in cavity of quail. Grease aluminum foil with peanut oil and wrap each bird seperately. Place on a cookie sheet or roast as it is on a rack in pre-heated 350 degree oven for 20 minutes.

Missed Information

Last month in the march edition of the newsletter, an article for the Black Forest Shoot on March 1st.  The article was published without any of the sent pictures and I want to recapture the moment and reprint the article along wiht the associated pictures.

Black Forest Archery

Vern’s Archery in Silverton has opened a new 3-D shooting range near Silverton. I called Vern Dahlberg, the owner of Vern’s Archery and inquired about the new range. He told me about it and graciously invited a group of us from Sylvan Archers to check it out. Ken Warner, his son-in-law, Bill, Gary Page and his step son Steve Passwater and I went down on Saturday, March 1st and could not have picked a better day to go. After a brief stop at the archery shop in Silverton, we were given directions to the range. 

After we parked our vehicles and were getting our gear ready to shoot, The property owner, Bruce Meland pulled up in an ancient (as in Willies vintage) jeep and introduced himself. He showed us where the practice range was and where the course started. After a few warm up arrows, we headed down the trail. Upon arriving at the first target, we introduced ourselves to Vern. We then proceeded around the course.

This was really a great course. The shooting stakes were on the long side and I found that this was great for honing up on my range estimating skills. We all agreed that this was an enjoyable shoot, and that we would be back more than once this spring and summer. 

Vern told us that they are charging $10 for a days shooting and that they were offering an annual pass for $35 and then you would pay $5 per day. They are also going to have three 3-D tournaments this year. They are: April 5/6, May 10/11 and June 7/8. You can contact Vern about this new and fun course at (503) 873-4265.

The range is quite easy to find. From downtown Silverton, proceed south toward Stayton/Sublimity for only ½ mile from the downtown Silverton area. At the top of the hill, turn left on Eureka Street and proceed for 3.8 miles. The range is on the left. Look for the little log shack (some kind of Dutch building). You can call or stop at Vern’s shop before you head out there. His shop is located on the same street that heads south out of town. 

This is one course you will want to check out this spring or summer. We visited with Vern and a couple of the other guys who are running Black Hills, and they are a friendly bunch of guys. See you out there.
