News from the January meeting.

We covered a lot of ground at our January meeting. There are several items that require your input as members. The reason I say this is because it will affect all the members.

One we passed a policy to use a phone tree system to communicate with you the members this year. There is a need to make our members aware of some issues right away from time to time.  We felt that a phone tree would do just that. Which means we are looking for some volunteers to help us do just that. If you or your significant other would be interested in helping us, please call Linda Maxson or Allen Stover to volunteer.

Another was we raised the issue of what kind of targets to provide ourselves on the roving range. The use of  3-d targets is very expensive.  There are other alternative targets we can use that cost a lot less. We could also charge for the use of the roving range if we decide to use 3-D targets. But, if 30 to 40 persons are using the roving range and shooting up $2000.00 worth of 3-d targets a year at no cost to themselves, then the rest of you are subsidizing them. I don’t think that is fair to the rest of you. But, we must come up with a target that will catch the arrows and prevent damage. The subject is open for discussion at the next meeting.

We have a wonderful facility and sometimes our members would like to camp at our range. We need to decide how we want to handle that. There should be a limitation on the length of stay – no doubt. Should we charge for an electrical hook-up? Should we not provide electricity (probably not.)? We need to be sure that we don’t have

dumping of gray or black water at the range. Our septic system would become overloaded and we’d have to pay to pump it. Again this subject is open to discussion at the next meeting.

We need to talk to each other and get started on replacing our damaged building. We also need to replace the old cook-shack and target shed. A metal building will

probably make the most sense. How big will it be? Where will we site it ? How should it be finished?

What can we afford? How will we pay for it ? Let’s talk ! Then let’s act ! This subject is on the

table for more discussion at the next meeting.  But, we need to be ready to act pretty darn soon.

Please get to thinking and give us your input. This is your decision to make; please help make it.

Finally, we need to set a policy regarding the use of Alcohol and Drugs at our range. We may be held liable for the acts of others that can cause harm to other persons. WE must have a policy in place that addresses the use of alcohol and drugs on our property. 

The following is a resolution that I presented to the Board at the last meeting. It’s pretty specific. It met

with some strong opposition because some members wanted to be sure that we are not penalizing responsible adults.  I agree ! I am no prude on this issue. But we need to decide what we want to do which is in the best interest of our club. This subject is also on the table for discussion at the next meeting.

Purposed Change to the Constitution by Cliff Hoff

--------------------------------------------------
PROPOSED CHANGE TO THE CONSTITUION & BYLAWS OF SYLVAN ARCHERS

Whereas: Article XI, Section 5 through 8, authorizes disbursements from the trust account / accounts and states how the disbursements are to be voted on or authorized, and further, what percentage of the accounts may be placed in lien, but fails to require the reimbursement of said disbursements by the club in general, the following resolution is proposed.

Resolution: A new section 9 be added to Article XI of the Constitution and Bylaws of the Sylvan Archers, Inc. to read as follows: 
Section 9: Any disbursements made from the trust accounts of Sylvan Archers, Inc. must be reimbursed to the trust accounts within a reasonable period of time. This reimbursement period of time will be agreed upon by the Board of Directors and the Board of Trustees.  

Discussion: What this means is that currently, there is no provision in the constitution that requires the club to pay back any money borrowed from the trust accounts. While it would seem reasonable to expect that the club would pay back any borrowed money, it is not currently required. Adding this change to the constitution would help protect our trust moneys from being squandered or wasted by unscrupulous individuals. It makes good sense to enact this change.

In keeping with our Constitution, Article X:  we will discuss and vote to accept or defeat this amendment at our March, 2004 membership meeting.  This requires a two/thirds (2/3) vote of all members present to make the change.

Recipe of the Month

--------------------------------------------------
CARNE ASADA 

3 lbs. elk or venison steak, 
sliced very thinly
1 c. lemon juice
1 c. lime juice
12 oz. Tecate beer
Salt, pepper, garlic powder, oregano
1 lg. sliced onion (optional)

Wash meat and towel dry. Layer into a large marinade dish by adding a small amount of liquid, a layer of meat lightly seasoned with salt, pepper, garlic powder and oregano, a few circles of onion. Continue to layer until all 3 pounds of meat are in marinade. 

Refrigerate for 12 hours, then "restack" the layers to ensure a fresh circulation of marinade juices. Refrigerate for another 12 hours. Barbecue or broil for a brief time and serve with fresh salsa and tortillas. Serves 6.
