PRESIDENT’S  NEWS & VIEWS

I want to thank all the Sylvan members that took the time to come to the February meeting. There was great participation in the discussion; and a lot was accomplished.

We want to thank Joel Griffin and his hard working crew for a job well done! Joel will be giving you a report on the sportsman show elsewhere in this newsletter. 

I presented a budget for the year 2004, and it was accepted as presented. It didn’t

contain projected building expenses, but was rather an operating budget. Copies

are available from the secretary if you want one.

We had a rather extensive discussion regarding the proposed 3-D shoot at Spirit Mountain. The members decided that they would prefer to work as consultants with the Tribe this year. We would receive a percentage of the proceeds in exchange for our organizing and supervising services. The shoot will be held May 15th & 16th. Ken Warner and Al Hanschar had put in a great deal of time working with the Tribe to get this shoot started. If we work out the kinks in this shoot this year, we should see an increase in attendance next year. We will be asking to form a group of Sylvan’s to assist in this effort. If any of you want to be a part of this, please contact me with your name and e-mail or phone number.

Another discussion centered around the use of 3-D targets on the roving range. It was very politely pointed out to me that I was way wrong on this subject. Members want to shoot the 3-D targets on the roving range, and seem to be willing to absorb the cost of those targets. Dick Maxson made a proposal that we continue to provide 3-D targets on the roving course as a part of the benefit package we provide to our members; and that we continue to do so as long as the club shows a profit. So it’s official now Folks!  And the decision was made by a roomful of Sylvans, not just one or two! That’s what I was after in the first place. It’s your club, but you need to step up to the plate and speak out on issues important to you. Minority Rule no longer exists at Sylvans.

We also discussed and passed a policy on alcohol and drug use at the range. This will be posted at the range. It will be in next month’s newsletter as part of the minutes also.  A real livable compromise was reached on this item.

There was also a decision made on a Camping Policy. We will limit people to a maximum stay of two weeks at a time; and no waste - water dumping is permitted; Nor will electricity be provided to the campers. That was easy wasn’t it?

I got a call from some members regarding the discharging of a firearm on the range last week. Apparently one of our members thought he was “ out in the boonies” and could act as such. We discussed and passed a policy that prohibits the discharge of firearms, B-B guns and pellet guns, on the sylvan range. We also included language that prohibited hunting on sylvan property. This will be posted at the Range.

Well I couldn’t hold ‘em back….the members demanded a building committee that would bring specific proposals to the next meeting on building types, costs etc. We do need to keep on this or we’ll just do nothing. That shouldn’t be an option. We did conclude that we have between $18,000 and $20,000 that we can borrow from our trust fund. That pretty much sums up how much we are able to spend on the building project. We need to know if you want to lend your skills to help us build this, or should we buy a “ turn-key” Project? I don’t want to see this drag out as long as that bathroom project did. If we are going to provide a major part of the labor, we need to commit the time and get the job done. We have some pretty savvy construction people in this club. We could do a lot ourselves if you have the WILL. Please speak up.

That’s pretty much it on the meeting results. It looks like we will be spending the majority of our next meeting discussing what we want to do about our building. You may as well show up and participate. You know how darn long we keep buildings. You may as well get your two-cents-worth in now.

Another issue I want to raise at the March meeting is the concept of going electronic with our Newsletter. We have an  excellent Web-Site. Most of us are on-line. Let’s see who actually needs a printed version of the newsletter. Maybe we can save some publication costs and buy more targets with the money we saved!!!!!!!!!!!!!

JANUARY MEETING MINUTES

January 15, 2004    7:00 pm.                      Denney’s in Wilsonville

--------------------------------------------------
The meeting was called to order by the President, Allen Stover

The minutes from the Dec. 4, 2003 meeting were read.  A motion was made & seconded to accept the minutes as read.   MOTION PASSED.

The Treasurer’s report was read including checking and savings account balances.  A motion was made & seconded to accept the report as presented.  MOTION PASSED.

Allen Stover explained briefly the sudden surprise change concerning our club liability insurance coverage with NFAA.  NFAA will no longer be offering liability coverage to the clubs.  Allen negotiated with Sadler & Co. insurance  and reached an agreement with them for liability coverage for 2004.  They have been covering the clubs through NFAA for several years.  A motion was made to ratify our decision to purchase liability insurance from Sadler & Co. in the amount of $2,429.00.  MOTION SECONDED & PASSED.  Because of this change approximately $9 of membership dues now goes for liability & property damage insurance. 

The secretary asked the President to present and discuss the policies on the policy page and bring them to a vote for 2004.  This involved 3 policies.  A motion was made to accept the policies as read for the year of 2004.  Motion was seconded.  MOTION PASSED.  A copy of these policies are included with the minutes.

Allen Stover presented a proposal regarding a policy concerning alcohol & drugs on the range.  It was decided to publish it in the next newsletter for consideration and ideas on improving the concept and discussing it at a Feb. or Mar.  meeting.  A copy of this proposal is included with the minutes.

He also will put in the newsletter for consideration a policy regarding camping at the range.  We need to have some type of rules written regarding time limit, electric hook-up, etc.  

Allen will include in the newsletter his ideas regarding shooting the roving course at the outdoor range.  Do we want to ask the 10 to 15% of members who shoot the 3-D animals to pay extra to help maintain the targets?  He welcomes ideas and comments.

The President asked the Trustees if they would take a copy of the current constitution and accept suggestions and input from everyone as to what they think might need to be changed.  They would then implement these changes and present them to the club for their consideration and vote.  Cliff Hoff asked that the trustees have time to discuss this among themselves and give their decision at the next meeting.  The president agreed to this.

Susan Page submitted a motion to conduct a survey of the members asking them to list what is important to them regarding the club, listing priorities & possible dollar cost limits.  This survey would be returned by May 31.  Motion was seconded.  The final vote was YES – 7  NO – 7.  The president broke the tie with a NO vote.  MOTION FAILED.  Copy of motion included in minutes.

Cliff Hoff read a motion to reinstate a Phone Tree.  Motion was seconded.  He amended it to read a position of volunteer instead of a Historian duty.  Amendment seconded.  MOTION PASSED AS AMMENDED.  This will be added to the Policy page.

Cliff Hoff introduced a motion to require the Board to reimburse to the trustee accounts any money borrowed with interest.  Motion was seconded.  After much discussion regarding the interest part Cliff asked the body to table this motion.  There was no objection.  He presented a new motion to change the constitution to add a section 9 under Art. XI stating any disbursements made from the trust accounts of Sylvan Archers, Inc must be reimbursed to the trust accounts within a reasonable period of time not to exceed 5 years.  This reimbursement period will be agreed upon by the Board of Directors & the Board of Trustees.  Motion was seconded.  An amendment was made to delete not to exceed 5 years.  Amendment seconded.  MOTION PASSED AS AMMENDED.   This motion will be published in the next newsletter and will be voted on at the March 2004 meeting.

It was decided to let John Nelson set the shoot dates for the upcoming year that will be listed on the shoot card that John Higgins prints.

Al Hanschar stated that there will be another meeting with the Grande Rhonde Tribal Council on Sat. Jan. 31.  Al will take names of those wishing to attend this meeting.  He will let them know the time and place.

Joel Griffin reported briefly on the Sportsman show details.  There will be a sign-up sheet at the banquet and there is one at Archers Afield.  A motion was made to set up a spending budget of $500 to $1000 for the Sportsman Show.  Motion was seconded.  MOTION PASSED.
Al Hanschar made a motion to pay for our add for the Sportsman Show in the Oregonian paper in the amount of $88.  Motion was seconded.  MOTION PASSED.
A motion was made & seconded to approve spending $500 to $700 to cover expenses to send the Field Governor & Hunt Dir. to represent us at the  annual OBH convention in March.  MOTION PASSED.

There was a little discussion on the cookshack covered area.  Gary Curl asked to tear down the structure that is left over the freezer area & Pepsi machine.  In is opinion he feels that the beams are not safe.  He was given  the okay to do this.

A motion was made & seconded to purchase the OBH used 3-D targets (36 animals & 18 centers) at $2,120 plus $2,500 to $3,000 more to purchase new replacement parts and animals.  MOTION.  John Nelson will take care of this.

Chuck Rhodig said that On Target Archery had loaned a banner sign for advertisement to us and to date it has not been returned.  A motion was made & seconded that if the sign is not found that we reimburse Ron Landers $100 to $150 for this banner.  MOTION PASSED.
A motion was made and seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Motion Passed.
