The March meeting came in like a lion. Perhaps the April meeting will come in like A Lamb. I read a letter from the Grand Ronde Tribe that requested that we table the effort to hold a 3-D shoot there this year. They cited time to plan adequately as the reason, and I agree with their conclusion. We can take this idea up again this fall.

We spent most of the meeting discussing different ideas presented for a new

building  at the range. We have to realize that the first thing we need to accept

is the amount of money we have available to use. We can borrow about $20,000.00 from our trust fund. That’s what we can spend. 

Most of the proposals presented went beyond that amount. A show of hands

at the meeting indicated that most (2 in 3) want the new building to be on the same

site as the damaged building. Some would like for it to be long enough that we could shoot inside during bad weather. That could still be done on the same site, I believe.
If we opt for a building large enough to shoot in, we will probably have to do much more of the finish work ourselves. That might not be a problem for us; and it would give us a large structure to work with. I personally feel that we should have the basic structure put up by a contractor. That would give us something finished to work with. We could probably live with the idea that we can work out the finish ourselves over a period of time.

However, if you feel strongly that the building should be completely “ turn-key”; you need to make your opinion known. E-mail me at:  afs@spiritone.com    one advantage to that is that we can concentrate on shooting bows and arrows while someone else works to put up our building. It will result in a smaller building. Perhaps you’d prefer that. But you need to speak up because decisions will be made, this will be moved from  “talk” to “do” pretty darn soon!

We need completed building proposals on the table at the April meeting so we can refer one, or more, to you. You the members must approve any change

In the real property of the range. 
Don’t’ forget, the first 3-D shoot at the range will be the first weekend in April!

The meeting was called to order by the President, Allen Stover

The minutes from the Jan. 15, 2003 meeting were read.  A motion was made & seconded to accept the minutes as read.   MOTION PASSED.

The Treasurer’s report was read including checking and savings account balances.  A motion was made & seconded to accept the report as presented.  MOTION PASSED.

A motion was made to purchase a 2004 upgrade of Quickbooks for $99.99 plus shipping.  Motion seconded & PASSED.
Joel reported on the Sportsman Show. He thanked everyone for their support and help.  He will put an article in the next newsletter.

Al Hanschar handed out copies of the OBH Field Governor & Big game proposals.  We will discuss and vote on them at the March meeting.

A motion was made and seconded to have the tractor serviced.  MOTION PASSED.
John Nelson stated that one of the OBH 3-D targets that we purchased is missing a part.  He will talk to Karen Demaris about this.  John set the shoot dates for 2004.  They are:  April 3-4, June 19-20 & Aug. 7-8.  We also have the Sherwood Nottingham July 17-18 and OBH State Field  June 26-27.

There was discussion on the misplaced or destroyed banner that belonged to On Target archery.  An estimate of approximately $179 was submitted.

A proposal was made & seconded for Becky Jackson to have use of the club bows and arrows for an upcoming outdoor school session for May 11 to 14.  MOTION PASSED.
The President submitted a budget for review and consideration.  A motion was made to approve the budget for 2004.  Motion seconded & PASSED.  Copy of the budget is included with the minutes.

Al Hanschar passed around copies of the letter of intent he sent to the Grand Rhonde tribal council.  

The President asked for ideas and opinions of those that attended the meeting Jan 31.

A motion was made to commit to do the Grand Rhonde Shoot.  Motion seconded.  The vote was taken by voice only.  There was a close division.   MOTION PASSED. 

He then asked for a show of hands: Do we want to put ourselves on the line for the expense of a banquet & speaker.  The majority said NO.  The chair entertained a motion to include the banquet with the shoot this first year.  Motion seconded.  MOTION FAILED.  We will not have the banquet this year.

Cliff Hoff made a motion that we use the Grand Rhonde 3-D target & reimburse them for replacement 3-D targets & parts of up to $1,000.  Cliff withdrew the motion.

Cliff Hoff made a motion that we present a letter of intent to the tribal council that we want to be involved with the 3-D shoot in an advisory capacity & that we would want compensation of 25% of the gross fees.  Motion seconded & PASSED. Allen stated that he will take the responsibility of putting together a letter of intent and will make sure each board member gets a copy of it if he has their email address.  Dick Maxson asked that a copy of the letter of intent be put in the newsletter so that all members can see it.  Allen said yes.

Chuck Rhodig made a motion to amend Cliff's proposal to state a minimum of 25%.  Motion was seconded & PASSED.

Dick Maxson made a motion to submit to newsletter that Sylvan archers make membership aware that the 3-D animals in the canyon, which are there for any and all members to shoot on a daily basis, will be part of the entire package offered to individuals when they join the club.  There will be no extra charge so long as the club shows a profit each year from all its’ total income.  Motion seconded & PASSED. 

Dick Maxson made a motion to make it a policy that no alcohol be allowed on the shooting ranges.  That alcohol not be stored in any place that would be accessible to minors.  That adults use common sense when using alcohol in areas other than shooting areas.  That no illegal drugs be allowed on Sylvan property.  Disregard for this policy may result in letter of notice to individual or individuals for a hearing before the membership at a membership meeting to discuss action against member or members.  Motion seconded & PASSED.

Cliff Hoff made a motion that there be a time limit of 14 days for camping at the range and no RV dumping of refuse on the property.  Motion seconded & PASSED.
A motion was made to establish a policy to not allow firearms, which include BB guns & pellet guns on the range and to include no hunting on the range.  Motion seconded & PASSED.
The repair of existing building or consideration of a new building was discussed and it was decided to form a committee to come back with ideas and prices so we can make a decision on type of building and what price range we can afford.  This committee consists of  Gary Curl, Chuck Rhodig, Jerry Phillips, Tanya & Chris Richards & Max Tannery.  An article will be put in the next newsletter so that members can submit ideas for choices to the committee.

The President received an email from Les Ingram’s daughter, Krissy Ingram.  She wants to know if anyone would be willing to go to the range in April or May to work with a group of Boy scouts.  Gary Curl volunteered to help.  Allen will let her know.

Some people from the Sportsman show wondered if the club would be interested in setting up a table and provide information about the club at the Molalla Sportsman show on April 3.  Ken Warner volunteered to do this.
