In conjunction with what was written by, and with the consent from our Hunt Director & President, on the topic of the Broadheads being shot into the 3-D Targets in the Roving Range.  

Back in the February Meeting, the topic was discussed on what we could do to save money on targets and still have targets to shoot for everyone.  Dick Maxson passed the following information and was passed by a Majority Vote:

Dick Maxson made a motion to submit to newsletter that Sylvan archers make membership aware that the 3-D animals in the canyon, which are there for any and all members to shoot on a daily basis, will be part of the entire package offered to individuals when they join the club.  There will be no extra charge so long as the club shows a profit each year from all its’ total income.  Motion seconded & PASSED. 

In reading that motion it tells me that if the broadheads continue to be shot into the targets and damaging them years earlier than anticipated, a couple of things could be a result of the damage.  1) Due to the damages the Club would have to spend money outside of the yearly-allocated budget and have a result of a loss, rather than a profit to the Club.  Which then could be construed as a reason to get rid of the Roving Range.  2) Due to the damages the Club would once again be forced to raise the yearly dues, just to cover the extra expenditures of purchasing the 3-D Targets sooner than anticipated.

“Bear Warning”

The California State Department of Fish and Game is advising hikers, hunters, fishermen and golfers to take extra precautions and be on the alert for bears while in the Yosemite, Tahoe and Northern Sierra areas.

They advise people to wear noise-producing devices, such as little bells, on their clothing to alert but not startle the bears unexpectedly.

They also advise you to carry Pepper Spray, in the case of an encounter with a bear.  It is also a good idea to watch out for signs of bear activity.

People should be able to recognize the difference between black bear and grizzly bear droppings:

Black Bear droppings are smaller and contain berries and possibly squirrel fur.

Grizzly Bear droppings have bells in them and smell like pepper spray.
