I also understand that it cost allot of money to replace the targets, especially when they are not lasting as long as they should or have been wanting them to last.  Which in turn cuts deeply into the annual budget, which isn’t enough to replace all the targets every year.  The members of the last meeting has passed another policy stating that no one is allowed to have broad headed arrows on their persons, which includes in their bow mounted quivers, unless it is at the broad head pits or at a sanctioned broad head league night. 1/4 cup orange juice 

1/4 cup tamari or soy sauce 

1/4 cup horseradish mustard

3  GRILL salmon, covered with grill lid, over medium-high heat (350 degrees to 400 degrees) about 6 minutes on each side or until fish flakes easily when tested with a fork, basting frequently with reserved marinade. 

4  ARRANGE salmon over rice; drizzle with any remaining marinade. Serve with lemon slices, and garnish, if desired.
