BROADHEADS ARE FUN!

---------------------------------------------Last year we published our rule on the use of broadheads on the sylvan range. Some of you didn’t care too much for the rule. You wanted the freedom to use your own targets for your own broadheads. That’s entirely reasonable.

But before we go any further, let me point something out to you. Most insurance companys will not insure archery clubs that allows the use of broadheads on their range. We have one that, so far, has not excluded their use. We need to be VERY CAREFUL about how we allow their use. 

Our Broadhead League is unique and a very important part of the Sylvan activities. We don’t need to have an accident with broadheads and find ourselves without insurance for their use on the range.

That being said, if we were to restrict the use of personal targets for broadheads to the practice range, we could ensure that we still have a safe place to practice. Safety is the main issue here, not the restriction of your practice time. 

Let’s discuss this idea and come up with an inclusion of personal broadhead targets that lets you enjoy your practice, and keeps us all SAFE (which will translate into: INSURED). Again, e-mail me, or call me , or come to a meeting.
