WELL WHAT DO YOU KNOW? 

Could it be that we will get our building project done before summer arrives??  “Only the shadow knows……” We’ve

made some great progress already…go look.

Our first 3-d shoot of the year has come and gone. It seemed that all who attended enjoyed the shoot. We even had a “camp

kitchen” set up so nobody went hungry. Thanks to Jerry Phillips, Chuck Rhodig, Rodney Diekoff, Max Tannery, and the others.   Great job fellas!

The roving course is getting up and running for the year. We intend to keep that in good shape, thanks to Mike Meier, our “target-master”. If you see him, tell him “thanks”. That’s all the pay we get when we work for the club. Let’s be sure to acknowledge the good work.

We need someone to attend the meetings and take the minutes!  Our treasurer needs a break. Please call me if you can

help out.

At the last meeting, we passed a policy: “ All vets returning from service in Afghanistan or Iraq, that were Sylvan members when they left, will get a free membership for the year they return.”

This is the least we can do for our service personnel. They gave up more than an archery club to go there.

We had a long discussion about allowing personal targets on the practice range. Some of our members would rather shoot into a plastic “cube” than the broadhead pit. Here’s the crux of the conflict as I see it. (Remember, we are one of the few ranges that are able to allow the use of broadheads in the first place.) Our broadhead league is a great success. We have an excellent safety record. That tells me that we can be as safe with “live” ammunition as “blanks” (field points). We have had very few problems with 

over-shoots.   I believe that our archers are aware that they are specifically

liable for any injury that occurs with their broadheads. But, un-retrieved

arrows with broadheads attached have been found on the range. Why?  Who would do such a careless thing?  If we are going to relax the policy on the use of broadheads on the practice range, we are going to have to insist on personal responsibility for each arrow shot. Are you willing to do that?  Will you insist that the people that shoot with you do that? Let’s hear from you at the May meeting.

I want to extend a “ thank you” to Steve Busharod.  He has taken over the maintenance of our restrooms, and the pop machine. THANKS!

Hey one thing I saw last week just pleased me so much I have to tell you about it. We had about ten kids at our 3-d shoot. That’s great ! If we don’t start them young, archery will fade away.  Keep it up folks.
