SYLVAN ARCHERS SAFETY RULES

Sylvan Archers is about having fun with family and friends and enjoying

 the outdoors and the relaxation that archery can provide.  However, safety

 for  ourselves as well as others MUST  be the first concern. The following

 are safety guidelines to observe, but common sense must also prevail.

 Thank you for taking the time to read through this important document. 

GENERAL RULES

Use common sense while shooting or any other activity at the range.   

 Bows are potentially dangerous weapons. You are engaged in a hazardous

sport and are strictly liable for your own actions. You are responsible for the 

actions of your family and guests. Make them aware of our safety rules . 

We have an excellent  safety record, and we want to continue  to have one. 

Accidents can happen, but if we all look to ourselves first for saftey, we will 

continue to have a fun and safe place for all of us to enjoy archery.

1. Do not shoot or draw bows while anyone is downrange in front of you.

2. When all the archers are finished shooting on the practice range, 

archers will set down bows and walk down range together to pull arrows.

 Always look first before walking down the range to ensure that no one 

is still shooting.

3. Do not “sky draw” your bow (raise the bow arm skyward when 

drawing. If you cannot draw with your bow arm not higher than your 

shoulder, you must lower your draw weight to the point that you can 

draw safely. 

4. Broadheads are not to be carried or shot on any course with the 

exception that they may be shot on the practice range and during the 

club sponsored Broadhead league. Broadheads may NEVER be shot into

cedar bales. They may be shot into the 3 broadhead pits located on the 

left side of the practice range or into personally owned broadhead targets 

positioned safely on the practice range. Always make every effort to 

recover any broadhead arrows that have missed the target as they pose 

a danger to others.

5. There will be ABSOLUTELY no alcohol consumption on any shooting 

range, which includes the practice range. No excessive use of alcohol 

will be tolerated on the club property.

6. Pick up trash after yourself and family or guests. There is no paid staff 

at the club to clean up after you.

7. Parents must watch their children carefully. Younger children tend to 

not pay close enough attention to where they are going.

8. All pets must be kept on a leash and under control. Please remember

to pick up the “doo-doo” after them.

9. Use caution while driving vehicles at the range and watch for children.

10. Follow written instructions and posted rules and verbal directives from

the range director or other club officers.

 RULES SPECIFIC TO FIELD COURSES

There are 4 field (marked range) courses at Sylvan Archers range. 

These each consist of 14 sets of bales with paper targets attached. 

These rules pertain to these 4 courses.

1. Always follow the course markers. 

2. These are “walk through” courses. Never backtrack on courses.

3. Only enter and exit the course at it’s designated beginning and end.

4. Always wait for the archers in front of you to completely clear the target

      at a safe distance from the bales where they are pulling arrows before 

      preparing to shoot.

5. When you are through pulling arrows and have moved to a safe distance 

      toward the next shooting blocks, call       

out “clear” to the group which is 

      waiting  to shoot behind you. A good rule to use when you are in a group is 

      “The one in the rear hollers clear”.

6. Always think through your actions with safety being the first consideration.

RULES SPECIFIC TO THE 3-D ROVING COURSE

Again, this is a walk through course, no backtracking. There are approximately

 20 3-D targets  set up on this course. The following rules apply to this course.

1. Again, follow the course markers.

2. Enter and exit at the beginning and end of this course only. Do not exit

      mid course. However, a mid-course exit is    being considered at this time and if   utilized, it will be clearly marked and will be included into these rules.

3. No backtracking.

4. Do not cut “cross country”. Stay on the course and exit at the end.

5. Follow the marked exit closely. It currently exits onto A-15 field course

      behind the  shooting blocks for target A-22 (The 80 yard walk up target).

6. NEVER walk across a shooting lane for any other course. 

7. Always think through your actions with safety being the highest consideration.

FAILURE TO FOLLOW THE ABOVE SAFETY PROCEDURES CAN RESULT IN YOUR  SHOOTING PRIVLIGES BEING CURTAILED OR SUSPENDED. PLEASE TAKE THIS  SERIOUSLY, BECAUSE WE DO.


















































































What has happened since 1981 has been a petitioning of the game commission by organized bow hunters to have quality hunts (mostly Bull Elk) for bow hunting in the prime units. Those lucky few: 20 tags for Walla Walla, 20 tags for Wenaha ,51 tags for Mt Emily, over 300 for both Sled Springs and Chesnimnus have “quality” bull hunts. However, where did the displaced hunters go who did hunt those units for ANY elk?  And in 2006 when many more units have become bulls only for archery, where have those ANY elk hunters gone hunting?  Only Desolation, Sumpter and Imnaha  and Pine Creek have remained ANY elk for the general archery season since 1979.





  So the attempt for quality hunts has succeeded for a lucky few, whereas the ANY elk Eastern Oregon bow hunter is limited to 4 quality units to hunt. These units have become overcrowded with ANY elk bow hunters that have been displaced from other units where ANY elk were previously available.


 


Gradually through the last 30 years (since 1979) when the entire state was ANY elk hunting for bow hunting, archery hunting regulations have become more like rifle regulations.  Many units are now limited entry and spike hunts for bow hunters. Conversely some rifle elk hunts have become more liberal: “archery-like” with any elk bag limits and extended hunting periods. If the premise that was effect in 1979 when hunters were asked to choose their weapons so that bow hunting would entice rifle hunters to become bow hunters, then bow hunters should resist changes to their seasons that are detrimental to bow hunters.





 Following are some specific changes to bow hunting regulations that are the impetus for this proposal:





In 2006 DFW closed many Eastern Oregon any elk units to antlerless elk bow hunting: Heppner, Ukiah, Starkey, Minam, Catherine Creek, Keating, and Snake River. A reason being that natural predation was causing an imbalance in the bull to cow ratios.  The very next year (2007) an NEW 100-tag controlled hunt antlerless elk for rifle 252E (a major part of Starkey unit) was added!  WHY?





In the planning for the 2006 closure of many units in Eastern Oregon to antlerless elk bow hunting, a policy was stated that if an entire unit had rifle antlerless elk hunts, then that unit would have antlerless elk bow hunting.  The Keating Unit (#263) is an ENTIRE unit rifle antlerless elk hunt, but bow hunting is bulls only.  WHY?


Following are questions about spike elk regulations:





Rifle spike elk hunts  are numerous: General Coast 2nd Season (unlimited tags), General Rocky Mt 2nd Season: Catherine Cr., Desolation, Imnaha, Keating, Pine Cr., Starkey, Ukiah, parts of Heppner &  Sumpter  all unlimited tags for spikes.  Many Controlled hunts in prime units are spike only.  Bow hunters are restricted to spike only in their general season in Mt Emily, Walla Walla, Wenaha and Powers unit and a controlled hunt 257r2-165tags. Both bow hunters and rifle hunters are restricted in the Saddle Mt & Tioga Unit to the 3pt+ bull rule or antlerless. This is essentially a NO SPIKE rule. 


 To summarize many very productive “ELKLY” units and controlled hunts are spike only with effectively unlimited tags.  However in the Saddle Mt & Tioga units for both archery and rifle hunts, spike hunting is banned.  WHY?





Controlled rifle hunt 255a-25tags (a part of Walla Walla unit) is 3pt or antlerless-same as the Saddle Mt /Tioga rule. The ENTIRE Walla Walla unit has 660 SPIKE ONLY tags during the same time frame or similar time as 255a! WHY?�


Following  question is about elk  rifle regulations and possibly why Eastern Oregon rifle elk hunters would not switch to bow hunting as they can hunt ANY elk with rifle:





Western Oregon rifle elk hunts are ONLY antlered or antlerless (exception Willamette 215a1-110tags).  Many Eastern Oregon elk rifle elk hunts  are for ANY elk (hunts #s: 238c1&c2, 241a, 246a, 246b, 247a1&a2, 247b, 247c, 248b1&b2,  251b1&b2, 264x&y, 265a2, 265b1&b2, 265c1 and 278a). WHY?

A Bowhunting Proposal- a permit to allow more bow anterless elk hunts-east side-a change we can believe in!








The Proposal





Background/History





 In 1979 the hunters in Oregon were asked to choose their weapon based upon the tag/(s) they purchased. Tags were either archery or rifle. The reasoning at the time was to relieve the pressure on the animals during the rifle season by making the bow hunting season attractive for rifle hunters to switch to archery. Prior to the 1979, choose your weapon tag; archery hunting in Eastern Oregon was limited to a few units: Starkey, Sumpter, Catherine Creek, Keating and Pine Creek. 


In the first two years of choose your weapon 1979 and 1980 the entire state was open for bow hunting for elk and deer. The bow hunting was for ANY elk or deer in the entire state. Since 1981 more and more Eastern game units have become limited entry or bulls only for archery elk hunting (deer has been bucks only).


Now fast forward to 2008. The entire North East corner of Oregon bordering Washington is limited entry: Walla Walla-20 tags, Wenaha 20 tags, Mt. Emily 51 tags, Sled Springs 367 tags, Chesmimnus-327 tags.   Other North East Oregon units: Snake River, Catherine Creek, Mt Emily, Minam and Keating are bulls only. This leaves only Imnaha and Pine Creek as any elk units for archery in “upper” North East Oregon.  Other quality eastern Oregon units that had been ANY elk since 1979 are now bull only or limited entry: Heppner, Ukiah, Starkey and Ochoco.  





 





An additional cost $25.00 antlerless elk permit good in all units of eastern Oregon except Sled Springs and Chesminus units. The permit would be an extra cost to the normal bow elk tag. It would allow the bow hunter with the permit to harvest an antlerless or antlered elk in any eastern Oregon unit except Sled Springs and Chesminus units. Number of permits to be issued will be  1800*.  Surprisingly nearly EVERY unit in Eastern Oregon that is bulls only or limited entry for bow hunting has antlerless or any elk rifle hunts (over 1800 tags!) Many of these tags are in November but some are extended time frames from August through December.


The total archery permits issued is based upon the amount of rifle antlerless/any elk tags in the management units/parts of that are currently bulls only units for bow hunting (see table). These permits will be obtained in the same manner as controlled hunts.





This proposal will do the following: 1-Even the East Side antlerless elk opportunities for bow hunting at the same level as rifle hunters have. This is in units where archers (currently) can only hunt bulls; 2-Relieve the pressure on the few remaining Eastern Oregon ANY elk units for bow hunting by offering 1800 bow hunters paying extra, an antlerless elk opportunities as rifle hunters have; 3-Restore quality ANY elk bow hunts in eastern Oregon; 4-Rebuild the bow hunter’s advantage so rifle hunters would switch to archery 5-Add to the revenues for the game commission.
